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In his book Kairos for Palestine, Rifat Odeh Kassis deals with a topic that is as fresh as the 

destruction of a Palestinian home by Israeli-driven, US-built bulldozers, and as ancient as the 

use of the term kairos, derived from an ancient Greek word which refers to a specific moment 

in time. 

 

Why does this wanton destruction of private Palestinian homes continue unabated? The answer 

is simple: Israel controls the narrative that justifies its conduct by reporting the demolition of a 

Palestinian home as a “necessary step” for the “security” and well-being of Israel. The Israeli 

narrative keeps the Western world locked into a permanent state of ignorance, following the 

pattern of previous Western colonial invaders and occupiers.
